The 5-10, 170-pound
infielder started the year 2-for-22 (.091) after facing Kentucky and
Georgia Southern, but has gone hitlessin only three games out of
thelast 21. Heis currently on an 11-game hitting streak after posting
anine-game streak earlier in the season, and he leads the Bulls
with a.314 average (33-for-105) and a .407 conference average
(11-for-27).

Juco TrANSFER FinDs Success Acainst MAC FoEes

Johnson, who played with the 2004 NJCAA Division Il
champion Grand Rapids Community College team, has proved
himself alegitimate Mid-American Conference starter the past two
weekends, as he compiled a 13 scoreless innings streak in starts
against Bowling Green and Miami (OH). Johnson gave up afirst-
inning run and then fired seven innings of scoreless basebal against
Bowling Green on April 10, but lost 1-0 to the Falcons. On April
16, Johnson pitched six scoreless innings before allowing three
runsin hisfinal one-plusinnings, taking a hard-luck no-decision
in the 6-5 loss. The righthander is second on the team in ERA
(4.85) and innings pitched (42.2).
