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BuLLs FiNnisH YEAR WiTH First MAC Sweep

The University at Buffalo baseball team finished in style, tying
a school record for wins in a season since being reinstated in
2000 with its 16th win against Niagara on Tuesday before keeping
the momentum by sweeping Marshall for Buffalo’s first-ever
sweep in conference play sincejoining the MAC in 2001 to close
the season.

On Tuesday, senior Phil Vanhorne's (Scarborough, Ontario/
Mother Teresa) single up the middle in the bottom of the sixth
scored two runs to clinch the 5-2 win against Niagarain the Big
4rivalry. Bulls' pitching held Niagarato three hits in the game.

Senior Joe Mihalics (Tonawanda, NY/Timon-St. Jude) added
atwo-RBI double in the third inning to give Buffalo the lead, 2-
1, which the team never relinquished.

Junior Sean McWilliams (Canandaigua, NY/Canandaigua)
shut the door with four innings of one-hit relief to tie the school-
record with his sixth career save.

On Friday, freshman Mike Folli (Endicott, NY/Union-
Endicott) and junior James Kingdey (Medina, NY/Medina) each
had hitsin their first three at bats, including fourth-inning triples,
to lead Buffalo to a 7-4 win in the opening game of the series
with Marshall.

After Marshall scored threein the fifth, junior Matt Johnson
(Montague, MI/Montague/Grand Rapids CC) closed out the
game with four innings of shutout relief, allowing three hits and
no runsto earn hisfirst Division | save.

McWilliams did it again on Saturday, pitching six innings of
scoreless, four-hit relief to lead Buffalo to a6-2 win.

The Bulls took the lead in the seventh inning when junior
David Amaro (Endicott, NY/Union-Endicott) singled to lead off
and sophomore Mike Connelly (Utica, NY/Proctor) scored him
with atwo-out single to left to take a 3-2 lead. Sophomore Dan
Quinn (Hamburg, NY/Frontier) hit athree-run homer in the
eighth to cap off the scoring.

Senior Day belonged to senior Chris McGraw (Summerville,
SC/Stratford/Coffeyville CC), as he picked up his first career
shutout in hislast start, striking out 12 and alowing seven hitsin
the 1-0 win.

Folli drovein senior Andy Wengert (Utica, NY/Proctor) with
the game’ s only run with a two-out single to center in the bottom
of the seventh.

A YEAR OF FIRsTS
The 2005 University at Buffalo baseball team took some major
leapsin itstrangition to the Mid-American Conference and Division
| baseball injust its sixth year since being reinstated in 2000 after
a13-year absence. Here are afew of the milestones the team reached
thisyear, individually and collectively.

» From March 17 to March 28, the Bullswon eight of 10 games,
marking the first time since Buffalo baseball was reinstated in
2000 that the team had accomplished that feat. In 1987, the last
season before Buffalo dropped the program, it won eight of its
final 10 games to finish the year 18-20.

* Quinn becamethe first MAC East Division Player of the Week
in Buffalo’ sfive years in the conference, as he batted .448 (13-
for-29) with four home runs, including two go-ahead shots, nine
runs and 10 RBIs during the week of March 21.

» Mihalics became the first UB player to reach 200 career hits
with asinglein the ninth inning against Akron on April 1. Heis
the school’ s al-time leader in hits with 232.

» Mihalics set the school’ s career record for runs as he scored in
the first inning of May 4’s game against Canisius to surpass
Gene Dudek’s mark of 127 career runs set from 1979-82.
Mihalics finished his career with 136 runs.

* Kingsley tied the school record for home runs and RBIsin a
season with athree-run homer against Duguesne on May 10.
Kingdey tied Bryan Sanchez's marks of 12 homersand 46 RBIs
set in 2001 with the third-inning blast to left field. He added
four more RBIs on the season to become the first UB player to
reach 50 RBIsin a season.

* Folli set a school record since reinstatement with a 22-game
hitting streak that ran from March 27 to May 7, during which
time he raised his average from .227 to .356.

* Falli also set the school’ s record for on-base percentage since
reinstatement, with a hefty .434 percentage, smashing Mihalics
record of .409 set in 2003.

* For the first time since reinstatement, UB had two pitchers
with ERAs under three, as freshman Shane Wolf (Freeville,
NY/Lansing) carried a2.40 ERA in 30 innings and McWilliams
finished with a2.92 ERA in 49.1 innings.

» The Bulls, who had four shutouts since 2000, threw fivein
2005 alone. McGraw pitched seven shutout innings against
Navy and a complete-game shutout against Marshall.
