BULLS TAKE PAIR OF RACES AT FROSTBITE REGATTA

The Frostbite Regatta along Philadelphia’s Schuylkill River was anything but on Saturday with sunny skies and temperatures in
the 60s.

UB’s Novice 4 squad of Chrissy Olsen, Kasey Hansen, LaVoya Reddish and Michelle Schwach with Randi Prusak (coxswain)
was the fastest of 10 boats finishing the 2000-meter course in 9:21, 16 seconds ahead of second-place Loyola.

The Varsity 4 team of Molly Beck (Buffalo, NY/Buffalo Seminary), Victoria Kolomiets (Guilderland, NY/Guilderland), Marga-
ret Siller (Buffalo, NY/Hutch-Tech) and Melissa Ward (Clifton Park, NY/Shenendehowa) with coxswain Katie Johnson (Kenmore,
NY/Holy Angels) won its race in 9:39 against five other boats. The time was also the fourth-fastest among all 18 entrants in the event,
finishing behind Temple (9:04), Penn State (9:14) and Delaware (9:34).

Two other UB crews picked up second-place finishes as the Varsity Lightweight 4 finished seven seconds behind Delaware and
the Varsity 8 placed six seconds behind Columbia, recording the fourth-best time in the event behind two Columbia boats and a squad
from Lehigh.
