BuLLs AND GoLDEN KNIGHTS
To CLasH AT UB Stapium

A pair of teams desperate for their
first victories of the season will meet
on Saturday night at UB Stadium,
when Buffalo hosts UCF in a Mid-
American Conference East Division
clash.

The Bulls, 0-4 out of the gate, have
just their second home game in the
first five weeks, while the Golden
Knights are on the road for the third
time in four weeks.

UCF is coming off a bye week —
interrupted, however, by Hurricane
Jeanne which blew through Orlando
last weekend — and has played a
rugged schedule thus far in 2004. The
Knights have played a pair of ranked
teams (West Virginia and Wisconsin)
and traditional power Penn State.

The Knights will make their second
appearance at UB Stadium, and
perhaps their last in the near future, as
UCF heads to Conference USA after
this season.

WHAT’s AT STAKE

The Bulls are looking for their first
win of the 2004 season and hoping to
shap a seven game losing streak
dating back to a 26-19 win versus Ohio
last season at UB Stadium.

The Golden Knights, meanwhile,
have also lost seven straight dating
back to last season. Buffalo has never
beaten UCF, including a 45-21 loss at
UB Stadium in 2002 and a 19-10
decision in Orlando as MAC rivals.

J.J. Is A-Oxay IN
BUFFALO SECONDARY
The Bulls are getting an outstanding
senior season thus far from local
product J.J. Gibson (Amherst, NY/
Sweet Home).

The senior safety

continued his
stellar play last
week versus Ohio
and has been the
anchor of Buffalo’s
much-improved
defensive play in
'04.

Gibson has a
team-leading 35 tackles — 17th best in
the MAC at 8.8 per game — with 23 of
those stops solos. In addition, he has
recovered a pair of fumbles and
anchors a secondary which has helped
UB rank first in the MAC in pass
defense.

In addition, Gibson is rapidly becom-
ing one of the top tacklers in UB
history, ranking sixth in total tackles
(279) and fourth in solo stops (180).
With 11 more stops, Gibson will
become just the sixth Bulls’ defender
since tackle stats have been kept to

The Bulls defense has ranked
among the top five in the MAC
throughout the early portion of 2004,
and one of the key reasons is in-
creased pressure on opposing quarter-
backs.

Buffalo, which accumulated just 16
sacks in 12 games last season, has
already racked up nine sacks in four
games this season.

Junior defensive end Aaron Sand-
ers (Clarence, NY/St. Joseph’s)
leads the team and ranks fourth in the
MAC with three sacks, while lineback-
ers Ramon Guzman (Bronx, NY/

DeWitt-Clinton)
and Jeff Bublavi

Four HoRsSeEMEN CONTINUE
To GaLrLop For BuFFaLo

The Buffalo backfield that helped the
Bulls’ rush for over 2,000 yards for the
first time in their Division I-A history
last season, is back intact, a year older
and continuing to put up impressive
numbers.

The talented UB tailbacks are
comprised of junior Dave Dawson
(Camp Hill, PA/Bishop McDevitt) and
sophomores Chris McDuffie
(Amherst, NY/Williamsville North),
Jared Patterson (Belvidere, NJ/
Belvidere) and Steven King
(Hempstead, NY/Uniondale).

Last season that group helped
Buffalo rank sixth in the MAC and 43rd
nationally with 168.8 rushing yards per
game.

Through four weeks in 2004, Buffalo

ranks fourth in the
MAC and 52nd in
the nation with
163.8 yards per
game. At Nevada
two weeks ago, it
was McDuffie’s turn
to shine, as the
sophomore had a
career-best 122 yards on 14 carries at
Nevada. In addition, his 74-yard run on
the first play of the second half is the
second largest run from scrimmage in
Buffalo’s Division I-A history (1999-
present).

Last week at Ohio, Patterson led the
way with a career-best 62 yards on 17
carries.

In 2003, Dawson led the way with
678 yards (5.3 per carry) and had four
runs over 50 yards on the season. Two
of Dawson’s jaunts rank among the six
longest runs in UB’s MAC history:

TERRITORY IN EARLY SEASON

Just over a third of the way through
the 2004 campaign, Buffalo’s defense
has performed at a level not seen
before in the Bulls’ six-year association
with the Mid-American Conference.

The Buffalo defense has allowed
only 355.0 yards per game in the first
four weeks, ranking the unit fifth
among MAC programs and 59th
nationally. In addition, Buffalo is first in
the league and 14th nationally in pass
defense.

The Buffalo defense has been paced
by the play of senior safety J.J.
Gibson who leads the team with 35
total tackles (23 solos), but has gotten
contributions by many. Nine other Bulls
have 15 or more tackles and the Bulls
have registered 10 turnovers (eight
fumble recoveries and two intercep-
tions) and nine sacks.

TurRNOVERs CosT BuLLs
DEARLY IN Loss AT OHIO
lll-timed turnovers spoiled a gutty
defensive effort as the University at
Buffalo football team fell to Ohio, 34-0,
in Mid-American Conference action on

Saturday night at Peden Stadium. The
Bulls (0-4, 0-2 MAC) turned the ball
over five times, including two for
scores, to drop their fourth straight
game of the season.

"It was a very thorough performance
by OU”, head coach Jim Hofher said.
"They dominated the ball game in most
everything."

The game got off to an inauspicious
start as Randall Secky's (Bemus
Point, NY/Maple Grove) first pass of
the game was intercepted by Tyler
Russ and returned 37 yards for a
touchdown to give the Bobcats a 7-0
lead just 2:40 into the game.

"We had a dismal offensive perfor-
mance and there would be very few
teams in America that would be able to
overcome that kind of performance
with the number of turnovers we had,"
Hofher said. "We started bad and we
really never got better and that's the
biggest disappointment of all."

To illustrate the crazy bounces of the
football, consider this:

In its first 57 games at the Division I-
A level (1999-2003), Buffalo returned
exactly one fumble for a touchdown,
and that occurred last season when
Mark Graham took a fumble against
Akron 66 yards for a score.

This year, however, in just four
games the Bulls have taken three
fumbles for scores, including a pair two
weeks ago against Syracuse, a feat
that has never occurred in Buffalo’s
modern Division | era (1993-present).

In fact since Buffalo moved up to
Division I-AA in 1993 and on to the
Mid-American Conference and I-A play
in 1999, the Bulls had only taken five
fumbles back for scores in an 11-year
span.

In 2004, Phil Jacques (Farmington
Hills, MI/Brother Rice), J.J. Gibson
and Ollice Ervin (Vero Beach, FL/
Vero Beach) have all turned the trick.
Jacques took a fumble back 19 yards
at Eastern Michigan, while Gibson had
a 57-yard return for a score and Ervin

pounced on a
fumble in the end
zone for yet
another touchdown
against Syracuse.

A few plays can make the difference in a football game. A few plays
denied the University at Buffalo from a major upset and its first victory of the
2003 season.

UCF used a heavy dose of the ground game and a ball control offense
to defeat Buffalo, 19-10, at the Citrus Bowl in a Mid-American Conference
clash. Without star quarterback Ryan Schneider in the lineup, the Golden
Knights relied on their running backs to carry the load and they responded,
gobbling up 298 yards on the ground. UCF running back Alex Haynes led the
way with a career-high 165 yards on 30 carries as UCF held the ball for over
seven minutes more than the Bulls.

Early on, it looked like things were going to go UB's way. UCF running
back Dontavius Wilcox was headed for the endzone in search of the game's
first score when he was met just shy of the goal line by Jeff Bublavi who
delivered a bone-rattling hit that jarred the ball loose. The ball was pounced
on in the endzone by Mark Graham for a touchback. The Bulls capitalized on
the turnover by driving down the field and taking the lead on a 43-yard field
goal off the toe of Dallas Pelz.

The Knights responded late in the first quarter with a six-play, 83-yard
drive capped by a 26-yard touchdown run by Dee Brown. However, Rob
Schroeder broke through the UCF offensive line to block the extra point
attempt.

On the first play from scrimmage following the UCF touchdown, Dave
Dawson broke off a 62-yard run to give the Bulls a first-and-10 at the UCF
18-yard line. Quarterback P.J. Piskorik capitalized on the Dawson scamper
by scoring on a one-yard plunge. It was Piskorik's first career rushing
touchdown and gave the Bulls a 10-6 advantage early in the second quarter.

On the ensuing kickoff, UCF's Luther Huggins ripped off a 68-yard return
to put the Knights right back in UB territory. The Bulls' defense came up big —
as they did three other times later in the game — in the red zone, forcing UCF
to settle for a 27-yard field goal by Matt Prater to cut the UB lead to 10-9 with
11:27 remaining in the second quarter.

With 1:58 remaining in the half, UB committed a costly turnover. Chad
Upshaw fumbled while trying to gain extra yardage after a completion with
UCF’s James Cook pouncing on the loose ball at the Buffalo 34 yard line.
Once again, however, the Buffalo defense stiffened and Prater would kick a
38-yard field goal as time expired in the first half to give the Knights a 12-10
halftime advantage.

The Bulls, however, went backwards on their possession and for the
third time this season the Bulls were bit by the punt return bug as Tavaris
Capers returned a punt 52 yards to give the Knights a 19-10 lead with 5:58
remained in the third quarter.

The defense was paced by safety Gemara Williams who matched his
career high with 10 tackles, including a career-best nine solo stops.
