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BULLS AND BRONCOS LOOKING

TO GET BACK ON TRACK

The University at Buffalo and West-

ern Michigan are both looking to snap

three-game winless streaks when they

collide for the first time ever in Buffalo

on Saturday afternoon at UB Stadium.

The teams haven’t met since the

Broncos posted a 45-17 victory at

Waldo Stadium back in 1999.

Buffalo lost a heartbreaking 34-32

decision at Ohio in its MAC opener on

Saturday, while Western was blanked

at home (30-0) by a Top 10 team in

Virginia Tech.

WHAT’S AT STAKE

Buffalo is looking to get to .500 in

Mid-American Conference action,

while the Broncos will open their

conference slate on Saturday.

Miami has already jumped to a 2-0

start in the MAC East, while three

teams sit atop the MAC West (Toledo,

Central Michigan and Northern Illinois)

in the early going.

There is just one winless team in the

conference (Akron at 0-5) at this point

in the season.

One team will break another streak

on Saturday: Buffalo is 0-2 at home

thus far in 2002 while the Broncos are

0-2 on the road.

BULLS INCREDIBLE COMEBACK

GOES FOR NAUGHT AT OHIO

The University at Buffalo football

team went from one of the most

improbable comebacks in school

history to one of the most disappoint-

ing losses in just a few minutes.

Ohio kicker Kevin Kerr drilled a 37-

yard field goal with :10 remaining to

give the Bobcats a 34-32 win over

Buffalo after the Bulls had rallied to

take the lead from a 19-point second-

half deficit before 12,512 fans at

Peden Stadium in a Mid-American

Conference game.

The Bulls had come all the way back

from that deficit to gain their only lead

of the game on a 29-yard field goal by

Dallas Pelz (Holland, NY/St. Francis)

with 4:39 remaining. That field goal

capped a 23-3 rampage by the Bulls

after Ohio (1-4, 1-0 in the MAC) had

taken a 28-9 lead with just 5:01

remaining in the third quarter.

"It was a tremendously competitive

football game tonight," said UB head

coach Jim Hofher. "I'm very proud of

how our kids, after being down by a

significant amount, battled the only

way they know how in the second half.

A lot of credit goes to OU to get the

final points on the board. They did a

terrific job of coming back as well. I'm

really very proud to be a part of a team

with guys like this. At UB, we haven't

been in too many close games and
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we'll win our share if we can keep

getting in close games."

The loss spoiled a tremendous effort

by the Bulls as a team and several

players who had career-defining

• Both teams have struggled in the run
department. Western is averaging
just 67.0 yards on the ground per
game, while Buffalo is at 92.6 per
game.

After a 39-yard field goal by Kerr

made it 31-16 in favor of the Bobcats,

the Bulls again rallied, this time via a

turnover. Redshirt freshman Gemara

Williams (Oak Park, MI/Brother Rice)

forced a fumble by Jackson that was

recovered by Rodney Morris

(Pahokee, FL/Pahokee) at the UB 48.

Morris had a strong game for Buffalo

with a career-best 13 tackles (12
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games.

Things didn't start well again for

Buffalo as the Bobcats scored on their

first two possessions to take a 14-0

lead just over eight minutes into the

game. Ohio tailback Chad Brinker had

75 of his 149 yards in the first quarter

alone as the Bobcats controlled the

line of scrimmage and the clock.

The Bulls got on the board early in

the second quarter on a 22-yard field

goal by Pelz, but saw Ohio answer

with a one-yard touchdown run by

quarterback Dontrell Jackson - who

finished with 157 yards on 28 carries

and scored twice - to take a 21-3

halftime lead.

Buffalo, however, had plenty of fight

left in the second half.

The Bulls capped an 80-yard drive to

open the second half when quarter-

The Bobcats converted a third-and-

six at their own 17 on a 15-yard pass

from Jackson to Brinker and got into

field goal range on a 32-yard hookup

from Jackson to Ray Houston. OU

also converted another third down

when Brinker went six yards on a third-

and-four from the Buffalo 27. That

would set up Kerr's decisive kick with

just :10 left, ruining a tremendous

effort by the Bulls.

The final kick also spoiled tremen-

dous performances by Secky and

Forde, who both had career days.

Secky was 29-of-43 passing for 350

yards and three touchdowns with no

interceptions, and he hit 10 different

receivers in the game. Forde, mean-

while, became just the second UB

player in school history to go over the

200-yard receiving plateau in a game,

catching a career-best 12 balls for 202

yards and finding the end zone twice.

Said Hofher of Secky and Forde,

"We've got a young quarterback who's

learning every game and is doing a

tremendous job of respecting the

football and not creating turnovers. We

also have a very experienced receiver

who is showing why he is among the

best in our conference. Andre really is

playing terrific."

The Bulls' defense had several

standout performances as well. Lamar

Wilcher (Ossining, NY/Ossining),

playing with a sprained thumb, and

safety J.J. Gibson

(Amherst, NY/

Sweet Home)

added nine tackles

each, while redshirt

frosh Rich Sand-

START IN SENIOR SEASON

Senior wide receiver and return man

Andre Forde finds himself not only in

the mix for MAC post-season honors

but also national attention as well with

his incredible start to his senior sea-

son.

The Penfield, NY native currently

ranks in the Top 40 in the nation in five

different categories, including third in

the country in all-purpose yardage at

193.0 yards per game (fellow MAC

member Michael Turner of Northern

Illinois leads at 198.0 ypg).

Forde also ranks 15th in the country

in receptions per game (6.40), 20th in

yards receiving per game (96.20), 25th

in punt return average (14.40) and

39th in scoring (8.40 ppg).

He currently leads the team in

scoring with seven touchdowns (six

receiving and one via punt return) and

now ranks 17th all-time (tied with

former teammate Josh Roth) with 90

career points.

Forde has broken into the top 10 in

career all-purpose yardage at UB (see

chart on page VI), a group that in-

cludes three UB Hall of Famers (Alan

Bell, Chris D’Amico and Willie Evans)

and all-time leader and current India-

napolis Colt Drew Haddad.

the Bulls’ defense last season – cutting

down from 452 to 286 points – they

only recorded 12 quarterback sacks on

the year.

Buffalo is already en route to that

mark, having recorded ten sacks in the

first five games. That figure is tied for

fourth in the Mid-American Confer-

ence, just behind Western Michigan

who has 12 sacks coming into Satur-

day.

Wilcher, a 6-2, 230-pound junior, is

the second-leading returning tackler

from his linebacker position. Last

season, despite missing parts of three

games with injuries, Wilcher accumu-

lated 70 total tackles (36 solos),

including 10 tackles for loss. He also

recovered two fumbles.

BUFFALO, NY  –  Lehigh University showed why it owns the
nation’s longest current Division I regular season winning streak by
bouncing back from an early two-touchdown deficit to defeat the
University at Buffalo, 37-26, before 21,103 fans at UB Stadium.

The Mountain Hawks, who are now 43-1 in the last four-plus
regular seasons, spotted Buffalo a 13-0 lead just 4:22 into the game
but outplayed the Bulls from that point on, using two quarterbacks
to throw for 334 yards. The game-breaking play came with 8:44
remaining in the contest and Buffalo trailing, 30-26. Sophomore
quarterback Randall Secky had his pass in the right flat inter-

cepted by Lawrence Williams and returned 31 yards for the game-
clinching score. It was the fourth time that Williams has returned an
interception for a touchdown in his career.

"It is certainly a disappointment to lose any football game, at
any time,” said UB head coach Jim Hofher, “and this is no less or
greater a disappointment. Lehigh did a good job with their passing
game and we didn’t. I thought that was the difference in the game.
Credit Lehigh for playing as well as they did, coming back from a
13-point deficit and again fighting back when the score was tied (at
23-23).”

Buffalo opened the game with a one-two punch that might
have discouraged other teams without the winning tradition that the
Mountain Hawks have. On Lehigh’s very first series, redshirt
freshman cornerback Kevin Concepcion  stripped Lehigh tailback
Jermaine Pugh (23 carries, 112 yards) and then recovered the ball
at the Lehigh 15-yard line.

After moving inside the five-yard line, UB called on another
redshirt freshman, Aaron Leeper , on fourth-and-goal and Leeper
went in standing up from two yards out for his first career touch-
down on his first career carry.

After a three-and-out series by Lehigh, Buffalo struck again,
this time on special teams. Senior Andre Forde  took Kyle Keating's
punt at his 17-yard line, made a move to his left, broke one arm
tackle and scooted 83 yards to put Buffalo up 13-0. The punt return
for a touchdown was the first of Forde’s career and the second-
longest in school history. UB’s two-point conversion failed.

However, the Mountain Hawks did not flinch despite UB’s
strong start. On its next possession, the Hawks went 65 yards in 12
plays to cut the lead to 13-6. Sophomore linebacker Rodney
Morris blocked the extra point to keep the score there.

Lehigh was thwarted on its next drive by the first of two
interceptions by junior free safety Mark Graham. However, Buffalo
could not move the ball and Lehigh struck again on a 70-yard
touchdown drive culminating in a trick play that saw the quarterback
throw back to wide receiver Dave Crockett who threw 24 yards for a
score to Adam Bergen. Lehigh took a lead it wouldn’t relinquish
later in the half with a six-yard score from backup quarterback Chad
Schwenk to Justin Barrasso. Schwenk finished the game 14-of-24
for 206 yards and two touchdown passes off the bench.

Lehigh moved the lead to 23-13, before Buffalo struck again
late in the half with a 27-yard field goal by junior Dallas Pelz. The
drive was set up by a 47-yard hookup from Secky to Forde and UB
trailed 23-16 at the half.

Buffalo rebounded in the second half to tie the game again at
23-23 after Lehigh’s Brian Kelley saw his 38-yard field goal sail
wide left. Secky capped an eight-play drive with a flat pass to
sophomore Matt Knueven  that the flanker turned into a 36-yard
score with a nifty move on the sideline.

However, Lehigh responded with a 45-yard kickoff return by
Michael Sutton and scored the go-ahead touchdown on a seven-
yard strike from Schwenk to Bergen. UB would get a 36-yard field
goal from Pelz to cut the lead to 30-26, but Williams’ interception
return sealed the win for Lehigh.

PISCATAWAY, NJ  –  It was another milestone victory for the
University at Buffalo football program.

Dominating all sides of the ball, the Bulls scored a convincing
34-11 victory at Rutgers Stadium over the Scarlet Knights, winning
for the first time against a BIG EAST team since returning to the
Division I ranks. The win evened UB’s record at 1-1 on the season
while Rutgers fell to 0-2 before 19,101 fans.

“I’m awfully proud of the effort our team gave tonight,” said
head coach Jim Hofher after the game. “They really did a great job
of focusing on the task at hand – there was a lot of great effort, a lot
of great hits and a great deal of intensity for the full sixty minutes.
For us to come into a BCS (Bowl Championship Series) conference

member and win in their house says a lot for the perseverance of
our players and coaches.”

The stars were many for Buffalo on this night, but none more
than senior flanker Andre Forde , who received the game ball
afterwards. Forde was on the receiving end of three touchdown
passes by sophomore quarterback Randall Secky and finished
with 165 all-purpose yards for the game. His two acrobatic touch-
downs in the second half sealed the game for the Bulls, who got a
sensational effort by its defense all night, allowing just 221 yards of
total offense to Rutgers.

Rutgers had field position and control for most of the first
quarter, but was limited to a 24-yard field goal by Ryan Sands with
3:01 remaining in the first. It would prove to be the Scarlet Knights
only lead of the night.

The Bulls responded behind the running of redshirt freshman
tailback Aaron Leeper, making the first start of his career in place
of the injured  Marquis Dwarte . Leeper would slash his way over
and around the Scarlet Knights for a career-best 153 yards on 34
carries (the fourth-most carries in a single game in school history).
Leeper put Buffalo on the board on the first play of the second
quarter when he burst through a seam off right tackle and went
untouched 26 yards for Buffalo’s first score. The extra point kick
failed and UB led, 6-3, but it would be the first of 27 unanswered
points Buffalo would tally.

Junior kicker Dallas Pelz would extend the lead to 9-3 with a
45-yard field goal with 12:25 remaining. The big play of the half,
however, would come late in the half when Forde would catch the
first of his three acrobatic touchdowns. Forde caught a perfectly
thrown fade route from Secky from 12 yards out, outleaping a
Scarlet Knight defender in the end zone to cap an eight-play, 75-
yard march by the Bulls.

Secky would go on to throw two more second-half touchdown
tosses to Forde while running the Bulls’ offense with precision.
Secky completed 18-of-34 passes in the game for a career-best
201 yards and three scores. He also was not sacked as UB’s
offensive line shone in both the running and passing games.

Defensively, Buffalo got a complete effort from its entire unit
and an exceptional game from senior cornerback Dahnel
Singfield. Singfield set a school record with five pass breakups in
the game and his third quarter sack of 12 yards set Rutgers back
the play before the Bulls scored a safety when punter Mike Barr
had the center snap sail over his head and through the end zone.

Other stars of the UB defense were redshirt freshman Kevin
Concepcion , junior Mark Graham  and true freshman Bryan
Cummings. Concepcion had a career-best eight tackles – all solos
– while Graham had seven tackles, a pass breakup and his third
interception in two games. That interception, in the fourth quarter,
set up Buffalo’s game-clinching score. For the game, the Bulls
intercepted three passes, running their total to five in two games.

Cummings added six tackles for Buffalo while the Bulls’ other
interceptions came from sophomore strong safety J.J. Gibson  and
redshirt frosh Gemara Williams . It was the first interception for
both in their Buffalo careers.

Buffalo also had three sacks in the game, one from Singfield,
one from sophomore Anthony Andriano  and the other from true
freshman Kevin Wiggins .

BUFFALO, NY  – The University of Connecticut turned the tables
on the University at Buffalo Saturday night from the team’s meeting

a year ago.

The Huskies broke open a tight game with 21 unanswered

points in the second half to post a 24-3 win over the Bulls on

Saturday night before 17,012 at UB Stadium. Last season, Buffalo

claimed its first win of the season with a 34-point second half

barrage in defeating UConn in Storrs. Saturday night, the Huskies

got even.
“It's certainly disappointing,” said head coach Jim Hofher. “We

have played better, and we will need to play better if we are going

to get victory, but we simply didn't play well enough tonight through-

out the course of the game. Connecticut played very hard and

played very tough and caused a lot of our lack of production, but I'm

certain we also contributed ourselves with self-inflicted wounds

which had been uncharacteristic by this team up to this point.”

Buffalo trailed 10-0 after UConn quarterback Keron Henry

snuck in from one-yard out on fourth and goal with 10:00 to go in

the third quarter, snapping a tight defensive battle. However, the

Bulls had a chance to tie the game late in the third quarter with a

first-and-goal at the Huskies’ three-yard line, but saw a touchdown

run by Aaron Leeper  called back due to holding. The Bulls

eventually had to settle for  a 34-yard field goal by Dallas Pelz to

cut the lead to 10-3, but that was as close as they would get.
UConn responded with a seven-play, 81-yard drive capped by

a 50-yard pass from Dan Orlovsky to tight end Tommy Collins with

8:12 remaining. Orlovsky closed the scoring with a 13-yard

touchdown run.

Buffalo (1-2) was severely hurt by two key statistics. Buffalo

was just 1-of-14 on third-down conversions and hurt its own cause

by committing 11 penalties for 86 yards. Connecticut (1-2) also

owned the clock throughout, holding the ball nearly nine minutes
longer than Buffalo while not committing a turnover.

Buffalo’s running game, so impressive at Rutgers in a win over

the Scarlet Knights last weekend, struggled throughout. UB was

limited to 45 yards of total rushing, with Leeper leading the way with

19 carries for 52 yards. Sophomore quarterback Randall Secky

suffered through a tough night, getting sacked twice and completing

just 11-of-31 passes for 123 yards against tight UConn coverage.

Once again, Secky’s favorite target was senior wideout Andre
Forde who had five catches for 63 yards.

The Bulls’ defense kept UB in the game through three quarters

with excellent play from its front seven. Linebackers Ryan Buttles

and Lamar Wilcher each had nine tackles while defensive linemen

Phil Jacques  and Rob Schroeder had six stops each. Schroeder

also blocked a field goal attempt in the second quarter. Defensive

end Anthony Andriano had three tackles for loss and a sack for

the Bulls, while outside linebacker Rodney Morris  had six tackles,
two for losses.

MINNEAPOLIS, MN – The University of Minnesota gave Buffalo an

example of Big Ten power football on Saturday afternoon at the

Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome before 34,294 Maroon and Gold

clad fans.

The Golden Gophers piled up 299 yards on the ground and
improved their overall record to 4-0 on the season with a 41-17

victory over the Bulls (1-3). It was the Bulls’ first game against a Big

Ten opponent since 1901.

Buffalo, which trailed at one point 31-0, never gave in, how-

ever, and made the game much closer than the final score sug-

gested. That fact wasn’t lost on head coach Jim Hofher.

“We faced a very good football team today,” said Hofher. “A

very strong, powerful Big Ten team that had a lot of things going

their way against us early in the game. Shame on us if we stop

playing with every ounce of energy we have, but we have nothing

to be ashamed of because we didn’t stop playing hard. The effort

we gave today if sustained will be good enough to gain us victories

down the road.”

The Golden Gophers took control early, taking the opening

kickoff and driving 62 yards in nine plays to take a 7-0 lead just 2:34
into the game. Buffalo looked as though it had Minnesota stopped

when senior cornerback Mike Lambert  broke up a pass at the goal

line on third and goal. However, the Gophers faked a 20-yard field

goal and holder Preston Gruening ran three yards over the right

side for the opening score.

On UB’s first possession, a first down throw was wiped out by

offensive pass interference and UB was forced to punt. The

Gophers again drove to a first-and-goal at the three, but on first
down, freshman linebacker Bryan Cummings  – who had a career-

best eight tackles – dropped Minnesota quarterback Asad Abdul-

Khaliq for a 16-yard loss for his first career sack. The Gophers

eventually settled for a 33-yard field goal by Dan Nystrom to make

it 10-0.

Minnesota opened the lead to 17-0 when Abdul-Khaliq

scrambled and hit Jarred Ellerson for a 25-yard touchdown toss to

continue Minnesota’s first-quarter domination. Buffalo was
outgained by a 159-18 margin in the first quarter and held the ball

for just 3:49 of the opening stanza.

The Bulls, however, didn’t stop playing in the face of adversity.

The Bulls got on the board with 5:27 remaining in the second

quarter behind the legs of freshman tailback Aaron Leeper and the

arm of quarterback Randall Secky . Secky led the Bulls on a drive

of 66 yards in seven plays capped by a seven-yard run by Leeper,

his third touchdown of the season. Leeper had 30 yards rushing on
the drive while Secky hit two-of-three passes for 36 yards.

The Bulls cut further into the Gophers’ lead with a textbook

hurry-up offensive drill late in the first half. Buffalo drove 63 yards in

13 plays capped by a six-yard touchdown pass from Secky to

senior flanker Andre Forde . It was Forde’s fifth touchdown catch of

the season and came on a third and goal play. Secky hit 4-of-7

passes on the drive, including a 15-yard hookup with senior tight

end Chad Bartoszek on third-and-10 at the Minnesota 20.
The Gophers extended the lead to 34-14 in the third quarter on

a 26-yard field goal by Nystrom after Buffalo failed to make a first

down on its first two second-half possessions.

The Bulls got as close as 34-17 on a 41-yard field goal by

Dallas Pelz to cap a 12-play drive, but the Gophers put the game

away on a 48-yard catch-and-run play from Abdul-Khaliq to Thomas

Tapeh.

Secky finished 20-of-35 for 190 yards and a touchdown while
Forde was the game’s leading receiver with seven catches for 74

yards. Bartoszek had four catches for 40 yards and Leeper had 20

carries for 73 yards.

Defensively, the Bulls were led by sophomore J.J. Gibson who

had a season-high 10 tackles, one for loss. Redshirt freshman

Gemara Williams  came off the bench for the injured Mark Graham,

and had a career-best nine tackles, two for losses, and a sack.

Sophomore Anthony Andriano  had another strong game with
seven tackles and a half-sack.

ATHENS, OH – The University at Buffalo football team went from
one of the most improbable comebacks in school history to one of
the most disappointing losses in just a few minutes.

Ohio kicker Kevin Kerr drilled a 37-yard field goal with :10
remaining to give the Bobcats a 34-32 win over Buffalo after the
Bulls had rallied to take the lead from a 19-point second-half deficit
before 12,512 fans at Peden Stadium in a Mid-American Confer-
ence game.

The Bulls had come all the way back from that deficit to gain
their only lead of the game on a 29-yard field goal by Dallas Pelz
with 4:39 remaining. That field goal capped a 23-3 rampage by the

Bulls after Ohio had taken a 28-9 lead with just 5:01 remaining in
the third quarter.

The loss spoiled a tremendous effort by the Bulls as a team
and several players who had career-defining games.

Things didn't start well for Buffalo as the Bobcats scored on
their first two possessions to take a 14-0 lead just over eight
minutes into the game. Ohio tailback Chad Brinker had 75 of his
149 yards in the first quarter alone as the Bobcats controlled the
line of scrimmage and the clock.

The Bulls got on the board early in the second quarter on a 22-
yard field goal by Pelz, but saw Ohio answer with a one-yard
touchdown run by quarterback Dontrell Jackson - who finished with
157 yards on 28 carries and scored twice - to take a 21-3 halftime
lead.

Buffalo, however, had plenty of fight left in the second half.
The Bulls capped an 80-yard drive to open the second half

when quarterback Randall Secky  hit freshman Ramon Guzman
with a six-yard strike for a touchdown on Guzman's first-ever touch
as a Bull. However, the extra point by Pelz was missed, leaving the
score at 21-9.

Ohio appeared to salt the game away when it  answered with a
66-yard drive on 10 plays, capped by another one-yard Jackson
touchdown run to make it 28-9 with 5:01 remaining. Again, how-
ever, the Bulls would not go away.

Secky, running a no-huddle offense almost the entire second
half, brought the Bulls back again. Freshman tailback Aaron
Leeper scored his fourth touchdown of the season from six yards
out to cut the lead to 28-16.

After a 39-yard field goal by Kerr made it 31-16 in favor of the
Bobcats, the Bulls again rallied this time via turnover. Redshirt
freshman Gemara Williams forced a fumble by Jackson that was
recovered by Rodney Morris  at the UB 48. Morris had a strong
game for Buffalo with a career-best 13 tackles (12 solos) and a
pass breakup.

Secky than connected on five-of-seven passes and drove the
Bulls 52 yards in eight plays capped by an acrobatic touchdown
reception in the corner of the end zone by senior flanker Andre
Forde. Buffalo's two-point conversion try failed, however, and UB
still trailed, 31-22 with 10:35 remaining.

After forcing an Ohio punt, UB took just three plays to put a jolt
into Ohio. Secky connected on a crossing pattern with Forde that
the senior turned into a pulsating 60-yard touchdown catch to cut
the lead to 31-29 with 6:32 remaining. Buffalo than forced another
turnover, when Jackson was stripped by redshirt freshman Kevin
Concepcion  – who had seven tackles and a pass breakup – and
senior corner Mike Lambert  pounced on it.

Buffalo took its very first lead of the game five plays later when
Pelz drilled a 29-yard field goal with 4:39 remaining, stunning the
Peden Stadium crowd. The Bobcats, who converted 11-of-17 third
down conversions in the game, had one last drive in them as well.

The Bobcats converted a third-and-six at their own 17 on a 15-
yard pass from Jackson to Brinker and got into field goal range on a
32-yard hookup from Jackson to Ray Houston. OU also converted
another third down when Brinker went six yards on a third-and-four
from the Buffalo 27. That would set up Kerr's decisive kick with just
:10 left, ruining a tremendous effort by the Bulls.

The final kick also spoiled tremendous performances by Secky
and Forde, who both had career days. Secky was 29-of-43 passing
for 350 yards and three touchdowns with no interceptions. Forde,
meanwhile, became just the second UB player in school history to
go over the 200-yard receiving plateau in a game, catching a
career-best 12 balls for 202 yards and finding the end zone twice.

The Bulls' defense had several standout performances as well.
Lamar Wilcher, playing with a sprained thumb, and safety J.J.
Gibson added nine tackles each, while redshirt frosh Rich Sand-
ers had seven solo stops and a fumble recovery in his first action of
the season.
