The University at Buffalo closes out
the 2004 season with a non-confer-
ence road matchup against Connecti-
cut of the BIG EAST. It will be one of
three battles between Buffalo and
Connecticut this weekend, with both
men’s and women’s basketball teams
squaring off at UConn’s Gampel
Pavilion as well.

The Bulls and Huskies will knock
heads for the ninth time in 10 years in
football, but the first time at Rentschler
Field, the home of the Huskies since
the 2003 season.

Buffalo is hoping to continue the
momentum from a dominating 36-6 win
over Central Michigan that saw all
three phases of a football team come
through for the Bulls. Buffalo scored
three offensive touchdowns, a special
teams score and the defense added a
safety while recording eight quarter-
back sacks, the most since Buffalo
elavated to Division I-A status in 1999.

The Huskies, meanwhile, are 5-4
after a 30-10 loss at Georgia Tech last
Saturday. UConn has one BIG EAST
game left at Rutgers with a chance to
finish at 3-3 in its first year in the
league. After a 4-1 start, the Huskies
have lost three of their last four.

The Huskies have one of the finest
quarterbacks in the nation in senior
Dan Orlovsky, the school’s all-time
leading passer. Orlovsky ranks 11th in
the nation in total offense at 277.1
yards per game.

WHAT’s AT STAKE
Buffalo is looking to close its season
with a win for the first time since 1996,
when the Bulls won at Maine (35-31).
UB also has not won a road game
since a 34-11 win at another BIG EAST

opponent (Rutgers) early in 2002, a
stretch of 16 straight games.

Connecticut can become bowl
eligible with a win, although they would
need help to get into one of the four
automatic bowl bids the BIG EAST
receives.

(every game of his
career with 31 total
starts).

The senior is fourth among MAC
players in total tackles (9.9 per game)
and ranks 25th nationally in total
tackles and ranks 23rd in the nation in
solo tackles per game (5.7).

Gibson racked up a career-best 14
tackles at Marshall, while adding his
second interception of the season and
his third fumble recovery of the year.

The Buffalo backfield that helped the
Bulls’ rush for over 2,000 yards for the
first time in their Division I-A history
last season, is back intact, a year older
and continuing to put up impressive
numbers.

The talented UB tailbacks are
comprised of junior
Dave Dawson
(Camp Hill, PA/
Bishop McDevitt)
and sophomores
Chris McDuffie
(Amherst, NY/
Williamsville
North), Jared
Patterson
(Belvidere, NJ/
Belvidere) and Steven King
(Hempstead, NY/Uniondale).

Last season that group helped
Buffalo rank sixth in the MAC and 43rd
nationally with 168.8 rushing yards per
game.

Through 10 weeks in 2004, Buffalo
ranks seventh in the MAC and 59th in
the nation at 156.8 yards per game.

In week six versus UCF, King went
over 100 yards for the first time in his
career (15 carries, 110 yards) and
ripped off a 30-yard touchdown run
and a career-best 43-yard run. King
followed that up with a career-best 120
yards at Akron and topped his career-
best run with a 52-yard jaunt in the
second half.

The foursome has helped the Bulls
rack up 17 rushing touchdowns thus
far in 2004, with King leading the way
with seven, Patterson adding four,
Dawson notching three scores and
McDuffie two.

This year, however, in nine games
the Bulls have taken three fumbles for
scores, including a pair against Syra-
cuse, a feat that had never occurred in
Buffalo’s modern Division | era (1993-
present).

In fact since Buffalo moved up to
Division I-AA in 1993 and on to the
Mid-American Conference and I-A play
in 1999, the Bulls had only taken five
fumbles back for scores in an 11-year
span.

Connecticut tailback Terry Caulley rushed for a career-best 234
yards on 27 carries and scored four touchdowns to lead Connecticut
past Buffalo, 38-7, in a non-conference game at UB Stadium.

UConn racked up 613 yards of total offense - with 287 yards
rushing and 326 yards passing. Connecticut's offensive line set the pace
early after Buffalo was forced to punt on the opening series. The Huskies
drove 82 yards on their first drive and took the early lead with a three-
yard touchdown run by Terry Caulley.

The Huskies took a 10-0 lead on a 38-yard field goal by Matt Nuzie
with 4:38 remaining in the first quarter.

Connecticut upped the lead to 17-0 on a three-yard run by Caulley
that capped a 13-play, 95-yard drive by the Huskies. UConn converted
three third-down conversions on the drive and overcame an eight-yard
sack by senior Mark Graham.

The Bulls took advantage of a UConn miscue to score their first
points of the game. Brandon Young muffed a 38-yard punt by Dominic
Milano with Dave Dawson recovering at the Husky 30-yard line. Steven
King capped the drive with his second touchdown of the season from
five yards out.

The Huskies rebounded, however, with an 80-yard drive on five
plays with Caulley - who had 171 yards in the first half on 21 carries -
leading the way. Keron Henry caught a 30-yard pass from Dan Orlovsky
to finish the drive.

After a Bulls drive stalled at their own 38, the most controversial
play of the season occurred. Young muffed his second straight punt with
the ball rolling into the UConn endzone where the Bulls fell on it.
However, the officials ruled that an "inadvertent whistle" had stopped
play and forced the Bulls to re-kick. A possible touchdown was lost and
the Huskies used the momentum to score again to take a 31-7 lead to
halftime.

Quarterback P.J. Piskorik made his first start at quarterback and
rushed for a team-best 72 yards on 15 carries and completed 7-0f-22
passes for 70 yards.

Defensively, safety Mark Graham had 10 tackles, a sack and a
quarterback hurry to lead the Bulls. Senior linebacker Chris Clifton had
eight tackles, two for losses.

YPSILANTI, Ml — Eastern Michigan held off Buffalo, 37-34, in a
see-saw, nail-biting season opener to the 2004 football season at
Rynearson Stadium on Thursday night in a Mid-American Confer-
ence clash. The lead changed hands four times in the game, but
the Bulls couldn't hold a 34-30 fourth quarter lead after battling back
from a nine-point second half deficit.

Strong defensive play mixed with some opening night jitters
may have been a factor behind the two teams combining for six
turnovers in the first quarter. The first turnover occurred on the very

first play of the game as Ryan Sherwood-Ericsson forced Chris
Roberson to fumble the opening kickoff and Jeff Bublavi pounced
on the ball to give UB possession at the Eagles' 19 yard-line.
However, on the ensuing drive, a Steven King fumble on fourth
down was scooped up by EMU's Jerry Gaines who darted 82 yards
for the touchdown.

With the score 7-0, in favor of the Eagles, it was time for the
Bulls' defense to shine. On a third-down play, Eastern Michigan
quarterback Matt Bohnet dropped back to pass and was sacked by
Aaron Sanders who managed to jar the ball loose. Phil Jacques
scooped up the fumble and scampered 19 yards for the touchdown
to knot the game at 7-7.

Following a Randall Secky interception, Eastern Michigan
needed only three plays to take a 14-7 lead as Anthony Sherrell
scored on a 7-yard run with 2:34 left in the first quarter.

The Bulls quickly responded by mounting a 10-play, 75-yard
drive, capped by a King two-yard touchdown run. The key play that
set up the score was a 17-yard third down completion from Secky
to Chad Upshaw that took the Bulls to the Eastern Michigan 2-yard
line.

Eastern Michigan jumped ahead, 17-14, on a 37-yard field goal
by Andrew Wellock with 9:25 left in the first half.

UB took its first lead of the game on its very next possession
after another lengthy drive resulted in a touchdown. With the Bulls
on the Eastern Michigan 3-yard line, Secky rolled to his left,
stopped and looked back to his right to find a wide open Brian
Miller in the right side of the endzone for the touchdown. It gave
the Bulls a 21-17 advantage. However, Eastern Michigan answered
right back, marching 65 yards on only four plays. Bohnet found
Adam Jacobs in the endzone to regain the lead for the Eagles. Two
plays prior to the score, Bohnet scrambled for 56 of his 92 yards for
the game.

Eastern Michigan tacked on three more points in the closing
seconds of the half as Wellock connected on a career-long 49-yard
field goal. The Eagles held a 27-21 halftime advantage.

On the opening drive of the second half, the Bulls had a
chance to cut the lead in half on a Michael Baker field goal.
However, a fumbled snap enabled the Eagles to gain possession of
the ball on their own 13-yard line. Sherrell broke off a 66-yard run to
set up another Wellock field goal, extending the EMU lead to 30-21.

The Bulls cut the lead to 30-28 compliments of another long
scoring drive. Jared Patterson powered his way across the goal
line for a one-yard touchdown plunge, capping a 72-yard drive. The
key play on the drive was a Secky to Matt Knueven 16-yard
completion on 3rd-and-13. Knueven resembled a high-wire artist as
he made an acrobatic catch on the sideline to keep the drive alive.
The senior wideout finished the game with a team-best four
catches.

After the teams traded punts, the Bulls regained possession on
the EMU 21-yard line when Rob Schroeder stripped the ball from
Bohnet and it was quickly pounced on by Aaron Sanders. Five
plays later, King scored on a three-yard touchdown run. Although
the two-point conversion attempt failed, the Bulls regained a 34-30
advantage.

The see-saw affair continued on the Eagles' next possession
as they marched 65 yards and scored on a 5-yard touchdown pass
from Bohnet to Chris Talley to go ahead, 37-34.

The Bulls had two separate cracks to at least tie the game late
in the contest. However, both drives stalled without the Bulls being
able to score any points.

Despite the loss, the Bulls were effective in a number of areas.
The UB running attack combined to rush for 225 yards on the night.
Dave Dawson led the way with 102 yards on only 10 carries. It was
Dawson's fifth 100-yard game of his career, moving him into fifth
place by himself in Bulls' football history. Chris McDuffie rushed
for a career-high 71 yards on 14 carries.

On the defensive side of the ball, the Bulls attacked the ball
well and forced four fumbles. Aaron Sanders had a career night
with a career-best seven tackles, a sack, a forced fumble and a
fumble recovery. Rich Sanders and Bill Meholif also set career-
highs in tackles with 11 and seven, respectively.

BUFFALO, NY - Special teams mistakes erased what was other-
wise a tremendous effort by the University at Buffalo football team
in a 37-17 loss to Syracuse in front of an all-time Bulls' football
record crowd of 29,013 at a sold out UB Stadium.

The Bulls led the heavily-favored Orange 10-3 when Anthony
Smith blocked a pair of punts 1:39 apart that turned into immediate
touchdowns and the Bulls never recovered. Syracuse also got a
field goal on their first possession after a 57-yard kickoff return by
Diamond Ferri. Those 17 points made the difference in a game
where Syracuse (1-1) only outgained the Bulls by 34 yards and

spoiled an outstanding defensive effort by UB (0-2).

"That second quarter was a tough one for us," said UB coach
Jim Hofher, "After the first punt block we did not get back out there
and establish the kind of field position we needed to. We continue
to have an uphill battle to get better, but we are closer than a lot of
people think."

Buffalo limited Syracuse to just a field goal on its opening
possession after a crucial third down sack by Bill Meholif. The
Bulls had another opportunity to score on Syracuse's next drive as
true freshman James Evans stepped in front of a Joe Fields pass
and returned it 41 yards to the SU 25. However, an offsides penalty
wiped out a field goal and junior kicker Mike Baker missed a 38-
yard field goal that would have tied it.

The Bulls, however, would tie it early in the second quarter on
a 36-yard field goal by Baker, the longest of his career. The key
plays on the drive were a third down completion from quarterback
P.J. Piskorik to senior tight end Brian Miller and a 19-yard run by
sophomore Steven King.

Buffalo then electrified the sellout crowd with the go-ahead
touchdown. On a third-and-one play at the Buffalo 42, senior Sagan
Atuatasi hammered Greg Hanoian to force a fumble and senior
safety J.J. Gibson returned it 57 yards for a touchdown to give the
Bulls a 10-3 lead. Gibson paced a stellar defensive effort by the
Bulls with 10 tackles.

However, Smith's back-to-back blocks totally changed the
complexion of the game and the Bulls' never recovered as SU
would score 34 unanswered points before the Bulls would close the
scoring with yet another defensive touchdown. Redshirt freshman
Ollice Ervin fell on a fumble by Xzavier Gaines in the Syracuse
end zone with 4:21 remaining.

"I couldn't be prouder of the defense," said Hofher of a unit that
gave up just 275 yards in the game. "They've scored three times
now in two weeks."

The Bulls had several other stars on defense on this night.
Junior Gemara Williams had nine tackles and a pass breakup,
while sophomore Ramon Guzman had five tackles, two for losses,
a sack and a blocked punt. Linebackers Bryan Cummings and
Jeff Bublavi added seven tackles (one each for a loss) for the
Bulls.

The Bulls offense - which ran for 225 yards in the opener at Eastern
Michigan - was limited to 109 yards rushing and 122 yards passing.
Piskorik finished 9-of-14 for 80 yards, while senior flanker Matt
Knueven had three receptions for 28 yards.

"(Buffalo) plays very, very hard and they have quick backs,"
said SU coach Paul Pasqualoni. "l would say Coach Hofher has
this going in exactly the right direction. If they just stay on track with
what they are doing, | think they are going to be terrific."

Despite the lopsided final score, the outcome of the
contest was in doubt until late in the fourth quarter. In fact, UB
trailed by only eight points with less than four minutes remaining in
the game. Nevada, a member of the Western Athletic Conference,
known for its highly-potent offensive teams, rolled up 441 yards of
total offense on the Bulls. UB managed 288 yards of total offense,
with 183 yards gained on the ground.

Things were going Buffalo's way early as it took a 7-0 lead on
an 8-yard touchdown run by Jared Patterson with 3:57 left in the
first quarter. The Bulls' score was set up by a botched snap on a

Nevada punt attempt that resulted in Buffalo gaining possession on
the Nevada 38 yard line. UB then used five straight running plays to
pound the ball into the endzone.

Nevada tied the game with 7:07 remaining in the second
quarter on an impressive 11-play, 95-yard scoring drive that was
capped by a 41-yard touchdown pass from Jeff Rowe to a streaking
Nichiren Flowers.

The Rowe-to-Flowers connection struck again with 3:03 left in
the first half as the Rowe found Flowers for a 51-yard touchdown
strike to give the Wolf Pack a 14-7 lead. Nevada held the seven-
point advantage at halftime.

On its first drive of the second half, Buffalo cut the Nevada lead
to 14-10 on a 28-yard field goal by Mike Baker. The field goal was
set up by a 74-yard run by Chris McDuffie - the second-longest run
in UB's Division I-A era and the longest of McDuffie's career. The
sophomore running back finished the game with a career-best 122
yards on 14 carries.

Baker connected on the longest field goal of his career, 47
yards, with 6:56 left in the third quarter to cut the Nevada lead to
14-13.

The Wolf Pack took a 21-13 lead with 2:23 left in the third
quarter on a 1-yard plunge by Chance Kretschmer. The four-play
drive, which covered 65 yards, consisted entirely of running plays
by Kretschmer. The key play was a 52-yard dash by the senior
running back.

Nevada iced the game in the fourth quarter with a 13-play, 64-
yard drive that resulted in a 19-yard field goal by Damon Fine to put
the Wolf Pack ahead, 24-13. But more importantly, the drive
consumed 6:45 of the game clock. On the ensuing drive, Randall
Secky, looking to make something happen for the Bulls, threw an
interception and Nevada capitalized with a 6-yard touchdown run
by Rowe to take a 31-13 lead. Secky was picked again on the very
next drive, giving the Wolf Pack the ball on the UB 22 yard line.
Nevada hit paydirt again just two plays later on an 18-yard touch-
down run by Drew Robinson.

Defensively for UB, Ryan Sherwood-Ericsson (12), Jeff
Bublavi (10) and James Evans (7) all set career highs in tackles. A
second quarter interception by Rich Sanders, marked the third
straight game the Bulls have forced a turnover.

"Nevada proved to be a very good football team tonight," head
coach Jim Hofher said. "They were very tough and very physical
and when plays needed to be made, they made them more than we
made them. So that was a disappointment for our football team
tonight. When it counted, we didn't make enough plays to be able to
win."

Nevada (2-1) was led by Flowers who had nine catches for
161 yards and two touchdowns and Kretschmer who rushed for 154
yards and a score.

ATHENS, OH - lll-timed turnovers spoiled a gutty defensive effort

as the University at Buffalo football team fell to Ohio, 34-0, in Mid-
American Conference action on Saturday night at Peden Stadium.
The Bulls (0-4, 0-2 MAC) turned the ball over five times, including
two for scores, to drop their fourth straight game of the season.

"It was a very thorough performance by OU, head coach Jim
Hofher said. "They dominated the ballgame in most everything."

The game got off to an inauspicious start as Randall Secky's
first pass of the game was intercepted by Tyler Russ and returned
37 yards for a touchdown to give the Bobcats a 7-0 lead just 2:40
into the game.

Early on, the Bulls' defense was a force in the redzone as it
stuffed Ohio on third and fourth down at the one-yard line and, on a
later drive, forced a Bobcat fumble at the UB one-yard line. The
fumble was forced by James Evans and recovered by J.J.
Gibson.

"Our defense had some terrific goal line stands," Hofher said. "We
need to be proud of that and we need to be able to use that some
how, some way."

The very next time the Bobcats got the football, the UB
defense forced another turnover as Phil Jacques jumped on a
fumbled snap by Ohio quarterback Ryan Hawk. The Bulls were able
to mount a 67-yard drive, however, P.J. Piskorik's pass intended
for Matt Knueven in the endzone was intercepted. The Bobcats
quickly capitalized as Hawk, on the first play from scrimmage,
found a streaking Scott Mayle for an 80-yard touchdown completion
to give Ohio a 13-0 lead with 6:50 left in the first half. Mayle had
five catches for 134 yards on the night. The Ohio lead would remain
13-0 at the half.

Buffalo was able to move the ball effectively to start the second
half. However, like the first half, turnovers cost the Bulls. First,
Piskorik threw an interception at the Ohio 18-yard line and later, on
a third-and-goal play at the Ohio 3-yard line, Jared Patterson,
looking to punch the ball in for the Bulls' initial score, was hit,
fumbled and Ohio's Matt Muncy scooped up the ball and ran 98
yards for a touchdown to put the Bobcats ahead, 19-0. Muncy had
a monster game for the Bobcats with 10 solo tackles, five assists, a
forced fumble, a fumble recovery, an interception and a sack.

Ohio (2-2, 1-1 MAC) went ahead 27-0 on an 8-yard touchdown
pass from Hawk to Rudy Sylvan early in the fourth quarter and
would add another score on a Kalvin McRae 1-yard touchdown run
with 3:26 left in the game.

With 4:37 left in the game, Chris Moore made his first-ever
appearance at quarterback for the Bulls. He went 1-for-2 for 11
yards and an interception in his debut.

The Bulls did an effective job moving the ball on the ground,
amassing 138 of their 232 total yards via the run. Patterson led UB
with 62 yards on 17 carries.

The Buffalo quarterbacks struggled all night. Piskorik saw the
most time going 14-for-22 for 83 yards and two interceptions.
Redshirt freshman Terrance Breaux made a career-best five
catches to pace the UB receiving corps.

The loss marked the first time in 19 games that the Bulls were
shutout. The last was a 49-0 loss to Miami (OH) on Oct. 19, 2002.

BUFFALO, NY - The University at Buffalo put together a total team
performance to blitz the University of Central Florida, 48-20, in a
Mid-American Conference clash in front of 12,173 fans at UB
Stadium.

The win was the first of the season for the Bulls (1-4, 1-2
MAC), was the highest point total for a Buffalo team since moving
up to Division I-A in 1999 and was the first win over the Golden
Knights in six tries. The Bulls rode a dominating effort by its
offensive line -which helped the Bulls roll up 440 yards on just 52
plays (8.5 yards per play) - while the defense forced three turn-
overs.

"l couldn't be more proud of a group of guys," said Buffalo
head coach Jim Hofher, who earned the 50th victory of his coach-

ing career with the win. "l thought it was very complete in terms of
our defense, our special teams and our offensive play. | am very
proud of our sustained effort and the will that our guys showed.

"Our offensive line did a terrific job," said Hofher. "You can't
have the running game performance that we had, you cannot have
the production in the passing game that we had, without having
those guys do their job."

The offensive line imposed its will on UCF on the very first
drive of the game. The Bulls got the opening kickoff - which junior
Dave Dawson returned 45 yards to midfield. There, with redshirt
freshman Chris Moore getting his first start, the Bulls ran five
straight running plays, capped by a 30-yard touchdown burst by
sophomore Steven King to take a 7-0 lead. King had a career-high
110 yards on 15 carries and scored twice.

The Golden Knights came right back, however, tying the score
at 7-7 before Buffalo regained the lead on a 22-yard field goal by
Mike Baker . UCF took its only lead of the game at 13-10 when
quarterback Steven Moffett hit Tavaris Capers for an eight-yard
score with 10:08 remaining in the first half. The PAT was missed.

That's when Buffalo's other freshman quarterback, Datwan
Hemingway entered the game for his first collegiate action. Buffalo
promptly went on a 69-yard drive on five plays with Hemingway
opening his career with a 15-yard run. King would add a 43-yard
burst and sophomore Jared Patterson would slam in from two
yards out to give Buffalo the lead for good at 17-13.

After a defensive stop, Buffalo would get great field position
after an 11-yard punt and cashed in on a 42-yard field goal by
Baker to make it 20-13. It was Baker's fifth straight made field goal.

The Buffalo defense then got the first of three interceptions on
the night, as junior linebacker Rich Sanders intercepted a Moffett
aerial and returned it to the UCF 49. It was Sanders' second
interception of the season.

After a 20-yard Hemingway run, Dawson burst in from seven
yards out to make it 27-13 Buffalo with :48 left in the half. Buffalo
would end the half on a high note as well as freshman cornerback
James Evans got his second interception of the season in the UB
end zone to thwart a last-minute UCF drive.

The second half was domination by the Buffalo offensive front
as well as some timely passing from Moore.

After stopping UCF on the opening drive of the second half,
Moore connected with fellow redshirt frosh Terrance Breaux on a
game-changing play. On a third-and-11, Moore threw a long ball up
the left sideline which Breaux outfought a UCF defender and than
broke away from to finish an 86-yard score to make it 34-13 Bulls.

After the Golden Knights responded with an 80-yard drive to
make it 34-20, Moore and Breaux connected again for a huge play.
Breaux caught a 37-yard pass on a second-down play and Dawson
would then go for 14 and 20 yards before racing in from one yard
out to make it 41-20.

The next UCF drive senior safety J.J. Gibson continued his
stellar season by getting his first interception of the season at the
UCF 39.

Moore then connected with sophomore Chad Upshaw for a
28-yard completion to set Buffalo up inside the UCF five-yard line.
From there, King would bang in for his second touchdown of the
night from one yard out to make the final 48-20.

The Bulls defense may have given up a lot of yards on this
night (473), but time and again thwarted the Golden Knights after
they got into scoring range. The defense was led by the play of
junior linebacker Bryan Cummings, who had a career-high 12
tackles, two pass breakups and 1.5 tackles for loss. Gibson added
10 tackles, while sophomore James Vann had a career-best eight
tackles and his first career sack. For the game, the Bulls recorded
five sacks, including 1.5 each by juniors Aaron Sanders and
Anthony Andriano.

Offensively, the Bulls were nearly flawless. They did not
commit a turnover and Moore connected on 5-of-7 passes for 195
yards. Breaux had two catches for 123 yards, while senior Matt
Knueven had two grabs for 44 yards.

Dawson added 53 yards on 11 carries, while Patterson had 44
yards on 10 carries. Hemingway did not attempt a pass, but ran for
38 yards on seven carries. In all the Bulls had 245 yards rushing
and five rushing touchdowns, tying the most since joining the MAC.

AKRON, OH - The University at Buffalo football team, looking to win
its second straight game, dropped a Mid-American Conference
clash with Akron, 44-21, at the Rubber Bowl on Saturday night.
Buffalo twice took touchdown leads in the first half and threaten to
tie the contest in the second half, however, Akron had an answer
for every Buffalo threat.

"Akron did an outstanding job tonight," head coach Jim Hofher
said. "They beat us in every phase of the game."

After UB stopped the Zips on their initial possession, the Bulls
took little time to score the game's first touchdown. Steven King
(Hempstead, NY/Uniondale) bolted 23 yards for his fifth touch-

down of the season to give the Bulls a 7-0 lead just 4:45 into the
contest.

Akron responded with an eight-play, 65-yard drive resulting in a
Charlie Frye to Dennis Basch touchdown pass to tie the contest at
7-7 with 4:30 left in the first quarter.

Quarterback Datwan Hemingway (Albany, NY/Christian
Brothers Academy) entered the game on the Bulls' third posses-
sion and on his first collegiate pass attempt found Terrance
Breaux (Randallstown, MD/Randallstown) who made an
acrobatic catch for a 38-yard completion. Two plays later,
Hemingway rolled to his right and found Chad Upshaw
(Southport, CT/St. Joseph's) for a 2-yard touchdown to put the
Bulls ahead, 14-7. However, Akron's Domenik Hixon returned the
ensuing kickoff 93 yards to quickly tie the game, 14-14.

Akron moved 77 yards on four plays, capped by a 26-yard
Brett Biggs' touchdown run, to take a 21-14 lead with 10:46 left in
the first half. Biggs struck again for a 1-yard touchdown run with
2:07 left in the first half to give Akron a 28-14 lead. The Zips held
the 14-point advantage at halftime.

On the opening play of the second half, King ripped off a
career-long 52-yard run to put the ball in Akron territory. Four plays
later, Jared Patterson (Belvidere, NJ/Belvidere) pounded the ball
across the goal line from two yards out to cut the Zips' lead to 28-21
just 2:20 into the third quarter. Patterson's touchdown was his
seventh in the last nine games and his fourth this season.

Akron regained a 13-point advantage on a 12-yard touchdown
pass from Frye to Jason Montgomery. The key play of the 4-play
drive was a 51-yard completion from Frye to Jabari Arthur.

Early in the fourth quarter, Biggs rushed for his third touch-
down of the game, this time from 14 yards out to give the Zips a 41-
21 lead. Two plays prior to the score, the junior halfback scampered
57 yards to go over the century mark in the game. Biggs finished
the night with a career-high 165 yards rushing. "(Biggs) was very
tough to tackle and he really hit the creases very well," Hofher said.

Akron added a Jason Swiger 25-yard field goal to make the
score 44-21 with 5:46 left in the game.

The Bulls' defense was susceptible to the big play as the Zips
connected on eight plays of 24 yards or more to gain an advantage
in field position.

Miscues on offense also cost the Bulls. UB had five fumbles in
the game. Although Buffalo regained possession on all five fumbles,
it did cost them valuable yardage and spoiled positive momentum
that it had established.

King rushed for a career-high 120 yards on only 12 carries,
marking the second straight game that the sophomore running back
has gained over 100 yards on the ground. It was also the fourth
game of the season that the Bulls produced a 100-yard rusher.

The quarterback tandem of Hemingway and Chris Moore
(Highland Village, TX/Flower Mound Marcus) fared well once
again this week. Hemingway completed 4-of-10 passes for 79
yards and a touchdown. Moore was 7-for-10 for 57 yards. The
redshirt freshman made good on his first six passes of the game.
Neither quarterback turned the ball over.

On defense, Buffalo was led by J.J. Gibson (Buffalo, NY/
Sweet Home) who had 11 tackles - five of which were of the solo
variety. Gibson’s 11 tackles give him 300 on his career, becoming
just the sixth player in Buffalo football history to achieve that
milestone.

BUFFALO, NY — Miami University’s Josh Betts threw for 306 yards
and the RedHawks rebounded from a halftime deficit to defeat
Buffalo, 25-7, in a Mid-American Conference battle at UB Stadium.

The RedHawks (4-3, 3-1 in the MAC) used a 12-point fourth
quarter to pull away after Buffalo had a chance to retake the lead
early in the fourth quarter. The Bulls (1-6, 1-4 MAC) missed a pair
of field goals in the game and Miami converted on 10-of-17 third
down conversions to make the difference in a very competitive
game.

“Kudos to Coach Hofher and his staff, obviously he had them
ready to play,” said Miami coach Terry Hoeppner afterwards. “This
is the best Buffalo team that we’ve seen in a while and they played
like it, especially in the first half.”

The Bulls used an opportunistic defense and some key plays
to take a 7-6 lead to intermission.

Buffalo stopped an early Miami drive deep in the Bulls’ territory
for the first turnover of the game. After driving to the UB 25, safety

Ryan Sherwood-Ericsson sacked Betts and forced a fumble that
was recovered by Aaron Sanders.

Buffalo than moved into its first scoring position of the after-
noon, driving 56 yards in 13 plays with the key play being a 19-yard
hookup from junior quarterback P.J. Piskorik to senior Matt
Knueven. However, a key unsportsmanlike conduct penalty on the
Bulls inside Miami’s 10-yard line helped stall the drive and eventu-
ally junior placekicker Mike Baker missed a 34-yard field goal. It
was Baker’s first miss after five straight successful kick.

Miami struck first on a 25-yard pass from Betts to tailback Luke
Clemens to take the lead with 10:34 remaining in the first half.
However, UB defensive tackle Rob Schroeder blocked the extra
point to keep the score at 6-0.

The Bulls responded immediately with a 70-yard drive on 10
plays to take the lead. Tailback Steven King capped it with his
team-leading sixth touchdown from one yard out. It was the third
straight week King has found paydirt. Again Knueven had the big
play, a 13-yard hookup to set the Bulls up at the one-yard line.

The score stayed that way at the half when cornerback James
Evans made one of his several huge plays in the game. The
freshman got the first sack of his career and forced his second
fumble of the season which led to a 22-yard loss after Miami had
moved to the Buffalo 20-yard line. Junior safety Sherwan Saaty
broke up a fourth down pass to end the drive.

Miami retook the lead midway through the third quarter when
Betts hit Ryne Robinson on a three-yard pass to cap an 11-play, 64-
yard drive. The Bulls, however, again responded as King took back
the kickoff for a career-long 39 yard return to the RedHawks 46-
yard line. Buffalo looked poised to take the lead after getting
another key Piskorik-to-Knueven hookup for 14 yards to set Buffalo
up first and goal at the Miami nine.

However, on third down Piskorik was sacked and Baker’s 26-
yard field goal was wide right ending the Bulls’ last, best hope of the
game. The RedHawks would go on to add a touchdown, field goal
and safety to make the final score less reflective of the overall
competitiveness of the game.

“It's games like these that make me believe our day is coming,”
said Buffalo head coach Jim Hofher. “Miami is an elite MAC
program and | think our guys competed toe-to-toe. We have to
cover a little bit more ground to take advantage of the opportunities
that we create, but our day is coming.”

Sherwood-Ericcson, junior linebacker Rich Sanders, senior
safety J.J. Gibson and Evans paced a strong defensive effort by
the Bulls. Sherwood-Ericcson had 11 tackles, two for losses, forced
a fumble and had a sack. Sanders matched his career-high with 11
tackles and forced a fumble, while Gibson had 11 tackles, one for
loss, and broke up a pass. Evans had a career-game with eight
solo tackles, a forced fumble, his team-leading third interception,
two pass breakups and a sack.

Piskorik went the whole way at quarterback for the Bulls after
being reinstated from suspension this week. He completed 10-of-19
passes for 98 yards with an interception. Knueven was his favorite
target all day, finishing with four receptions for 55 yards. The UB
running game was held under 100 yards for the first time since
November of 2002, a stretch of 19 games. Sophomore Chris
McDuffie had 10 carries for 36 yards to pace Buffalo.

HUNTINGTON, WYV - In its final meeting with Marshall as a member
of the Mid-American Conference, the University at Buffalo football
team fell to the host Thundering Herd, 48-14, at Joan C. Edwards
Stadium on Saturday night. Marshall, known more for its defensive
prowess this year, racked up 466 yards of total offense in the game.
The Bulls' defense forced three Marshall turnovers, but were unable
to capitalize on any of them.

Marshall quarterback Stan Hill completed 19-of-26 passes for
269 yards and four touchdowns to lead a Thundering Herd offense
that was awoken in the first half and that Buffalo never truly
stopped.

"l think Marshall has a terrific football team and it certainly
showed tonight," said Buffalo head coach Jim Hofher. " It's as good

a performance I've seen from a quarterback in a long time. Stan Hill
was almost flawless. He got great protection around him, the
receivers are very skilled and he really put the ball on the money.

"This game was all about the passing game, theirs and ours,"
said Hofher, "because both teams ran the ball decently. But | think
their passing game was tremendous and our passing game was
underwhelming. They're very fast and very sound in what they do
defensively, but they're really getting great play out of their de-
fense."

On its opening drive, Marshall marched 61 yards on seven
plays and scored on a 1-yard touchdown plunge by Earl Charles.
After trading punts, the Bulls tied the game with 8:32 left in the first
quarter when Dave Dawson darted 83 yards, nearly untouched, for
a touchdown. It was the longest run of the junior tailback's career
and the fifth run of his career of over 50 yards. It was also the Bulls'
longest rushing play in the Division I-A era.

The Thundering Herd responded by scoring touchdowns on
their next two possessions. They first struck on a 16-yard touch-
down pass from Stan Hill to Tremel Guillory with 5:17 left in the first
quarter. Then on the first play of the second quarter, Donte'
Newsome scored from 1-yard out to cap a seven-play, 44-yard
drive and give the Thundering Herd a 21-7 lead.

Freshman cornerback James Evans made his team-leading
fourth interception of the year with 9:47 left in the second quarter -
giving the Bulls the ball near midfield. However, UB was unable to
capitalize and was forced to punt. On the very next Marshall
possession, J.J. Gibson stepped in front of a Hill pass for his
second interception of the season. The Bulls took over on the
Marshall 31-yard line. However, once again, they were unable to
take advantage as Michael Baker missed a 44-yard field goal
attempt.

Marshall went ahead, 28-7, on a 21-yard Hill to Josh Davis
touchdown strike with 2:27 left in the second quarter. Davis had a
career-best 12 catches for 132 yards in the game. The Herd held
the 21-point advantage at halftime.

The Herd struck again on their first possession of the third
quarter. Following a 40-yard punt return by Ahmad Bradshaw to
give Marshall the ball on the UB 16-yard line, Hill found Brad Bates
in the corner of the endzone for a 5-yard touchdown pass to give
Marshall a 35-7 advantage.

With the Herd driving inside the UB 20-yard line, Rob
Schroeder hit Bradshaw and jarred the ball loose. Gibson quickly
pounced on the ball for the Bulls' third forced turnover of the game.
The Bulls' offense was unable to move the ball on three plays and
the subsequent Ben Woods' punt was blocked by Uranius Johnson
and covered in the endzone by Dennis Thornton for a Marshall
touchdown.

P.J. Piskorik found a streaking Matt Knueven for a 61-yard
touchdown to close out the season. It was a career-long play for
both players. The two hooked up for a 58-yard touchdown pass in
the Bulls' win over Ohio last season. Piskorik finished the game 10-
for-22 for 101 yards a touchdown and an interception. The junior
quarterback also ran for a season-best 55 yards.

Buffalo racked up 202 yards on the ground, marking the third
time this season that the Bulls ran for over 200 yards in a game.
Dawson finished the game with 102 yards on five carries. It was his
second 100-yard rushing game of the season and the fifth time this
year that a UB running back has eclipsed the century mark.

Defensively, Buffalo was led by Gibson who had a career-best
14 tackles, a fumble recovery and an interception. Jeff Bublavi had
nine tackles, including one tackle for a 4-yard loss.

BUFFALO, NY - Seniors David Alston and Josh Cribbs each
surpassed the 100-yard mark on the ground and Kent State's
defense limited Buffalo to 116 total yards in a decisive 33-7 Mid-
American Conference victory at UB Stadium.

Alston rushed for 174 yards and four touchdowns, while
Cribbs, the do-it-all quarterback, ran for 132 yards and passed for
167 to lead the Golden Flashes (3-6, 2-4 in the MAC) to their
second straight victory. Buffalo, which fell to 1-8 and 1-6 in the
MAC, never got anything going, falling behind 26-0 at halftime.

"They made virtually all of the plays, we made virtually none,"
said Buffalo head coach Jim Hofher. "We were very ineffective in all
of our areas. We certainly have to give credit where credit is do to
Kent, but we didn't play remotely good enough football today to win
a college football game."

The Bulls were held to a season-low four net yards rushing and
gave up a season-high five sacks in the game.

The game started out in good fashion for the Bulls as they took
the opening possession and gained one first down before using
some trickery. On a fourth-and-two at the Kent State 48, tailback
Steven King raced eight yards for a first down. The drive eventu-
ally stalled, but quarterback P.J. Piskorik punted out of shotgun
formation, with the ball downed at the Kent State two-yard line.

That's when Kent State showed the Bulls how it would be all
day. The Golden Flashes converted three third-down conversions
and scored on fourth-and-one at the Buffalo four-yard line as Alston
went in for the first score of the day. All told, the drive covered 98
yards in 16 plays and took 6:44 off the clock. It was a sign of things
to come as Alston would score three more times in the second
quarter (from 25, 16 and 2 yards out) and the Kent State interior
lines would dominate the game.

The Bulls' only score of the game came early in the fourth
quarter when sophomore tight end Chad Upshaw scored from 28
yards out on a pass from Piskorik. It was Upshaw's second
touchdown of the season and the third of his career. It was also one
of only two Buffalo plays over 20 yards on the day.

Piskorik finished the day 7-of-14 passing for 89 yards with one
touchdown and one interception. His favorite target was senior
flanker Matt Knueven, who had four receptions for 43 yards. True
freshman quarterback Datwan Hemingway saw his third game
action of the season and connected on 3-of-6 passes for 23 yards.
Sophomore wideout Terrance Breaux had two receptions for 32
yards for Buffalo.

Defensively, the Bulls had a trio of players - junior Bryan
Cummings, senior J.J. Gibson and sophomore James Vann -
record nine tackles each.

BUFFALO, NY — The Buffalo defense set a team Division I-A mark
with eight quarterback sacks and the Bulls sent their seniors out in
grand style, throttling visiting Central Michigan, 36-6, in the final
home game of the season at UB Stadium. The Bulls improved to 2-
8 overall and 2-6 in Mid-American Conference play — tying its high
in wins in its six-year MAC association.

Junior quarterback P.J. Piskorik rushed for a career-best 85
yards on 10 carries with a touchdown and threw for 122 yards to
pace the Buffalo offense. The Bulls’ defense was dominating,
holding the Chippewas to 56 yards rushing, 121 yards below their
average on the season and forcing a pair of turnovers. Senior
safety J.J. Gibson led the unit with nine tackles and the Bulls
recorded 14 tackles for loss on the afternoon.

“I am really proud of how our guys bounced back and played a

terrific football game,” said Buffalo head coach Jim Hofher, whose
team bounced back from a 33-7 defeat by Kent State last week.
“We had to play terrific to win today and we did. We know we will
have plenty of work to do and | think our guys are willing to do the
work to get it done.”

After a scoreless first quarter, in which CMU dominated field
position — with drive starts from their own 47, 42 and midfield but
could not score — the Bulls reversed their second quarter trend this
year. Buffalo, which had been outscored, 124-55 this year in the
second stanza, exploded for 28 unanswered points.

The Bulls opened the scoring on a nine-yard run by sopho-
more Steven King — who rushed for 74 yards on 16 carries —
capping a 70-yard drive in five plays. The big play of the drive was
a 34-yard dash by Piskorik. The extra point by Mike Baker, made it
7-0 with 14:06 left in the second quarter.

After stopping CMU in a three-and-out, the Bulls struck again.
Sophomore tailback Chris McDuffie scored the first of his two
touchdowns on the day from 11 yards out. Piskorik had a key 10-
yard run on third down to keep the drive alive and hit senior flanker
Matt Knueven with a 17-yard completion to set up the score with
9:32 left before half.

The Bulls’ defense set up the next score, forcing the Chips’
back to their own five-yard line before a 20-yard punt set UB up in
great field position. Buffalo took advantage as Piskorik had a 14-
yard run and the final four yards to paydirt. The very next posses-
sion, the Bulls forced another three-and-out and made a huge
special teams play. Junior linebacker Bryan Cummings blocked
the punt and Gabe McClover scooped it up and ran 24 yards for a
score. Baker’s extra point made it 28-0 at halftime.

After CMU struck for a touchdown to make it 28-6 in the third
quarter, Buffalo’s defense got in on the scoring. Junior linebacker
Rich Sanders, who had two sacks and a pass breakup in the
game, sacked CMU quarterback Kent Smith in the end zone for a
safety. The Bulls’ closed out the scoring with senior quarterback
Randall Secky at the controls. Secky had a 34-yard strike to
redshirt frosh Trevor Scott to set up a two-yard touchdown run by
McDuffie to close the scoring. Scott also had a pair of tackles on
special teams.

UB also got a solid outing from wide receiver Terrance Breaux
(Randallstown, MD/Randallstown), who had three receptions for 49
yards, while Bryan Kisabeth (Plymouth, MI/Divine Child) had two
catches for 56 yards, including a career-best 51-yard grab.

Defensively the stars were many for the Bulls as Buffalo limited
Central Michigan to 2-of-18 on third downs and just 1-of-4 in the red
zone. Sophomore linebacker Jeff Bublavi had seven tackles, while
true freshman Jamal Chisam had six tackles, one for loss, and
recorded his first career interception in the end zone to thwart one
CMU drive. Cummings also had six tackles, a block, a quarterback
hurry and 1.5 sacks, while defensive end Phil Jacques had a
carer-best two sacks, a forced fumble and a pass breakup.
Defensive tackle Rob Schroeder also had 1.5 sacks, four tackles
and a quarterback hurry as Buffalo’s front seven dominated the
game.
