The University at Buffalo's women's tennis team competed at
the St. Bonaventure Women's Tennis Fall Classic over the week-
end with mixed results. There was no team scoring in the tourna-
ment which featured teams from Fordham, Colgate and Niagara
as well as the Bulls and host St. Bonaventure.

UB freshman Kristen Ortman (Amherst, NY/Amherst)
opened the tournament with a pair of victories to move into the
finals on Sunday. Ortman, playing at number two for the Bulls,
downed Fordham's Christina Papa in Friday's opener, 6-7, 6-4,
11-9, and breezed past Colgate's Lindsey Suffredini, 6-2, 6-1 on
Saturday.
